Comparing and
contrasting information forms a part of texts such as discussions and debates. However, it
can also be a text on its own. A text that compares and contrasts should have:

X an opening paragraph (deui0) that briefly states who (;;s) or what (13k) is being

compared/contrasted.

* middle paragraphs (dyladJl 4o,c) that show how (as) the people or things being
compared/contrasted are alike and different (Vg alidll a>l).

% a conclusion (dails) that sums up (yaxxdi) the information in the text by looking
at both the similarities and differences between the people or things being compared/
contrasted.

Typically, the comparison and contrast questions include the following expressions:

It should wrap up the text
in some way. In a text that compares and contrasts, the conclusion should sum up

(5) the information by looking at both the similarities and differences between the
people or things being written about.

The comparison should include a summing up of the similarities and differences between
handball and football.
